Workflow for Magnetic Latch Pocket Tictactoe
Printing: Engrave the box side artwork, Ignoring the circular magnet design, then cut that side  and finish all operations on the rest of the parts. Finally open the lid, flip over the box backside  part about its long axis, insert in its cutout. Then do a light engrave of the magnet circular design on the backside of this piece, Ignoring all other previous operations. Too deep an engrave will punch through to the front side artwork engrave.
In addition to the magnet design engrave on the back side of the drawer, there is a small rectangular engrave for the bottom of the drawer at the back end. 
Although the magnets were 0.375 inches in diameter, I used an engrave diameter 0.389 inches to get a fit for the magnets. My machine makes dimensional errors and makes an ellipse rather than a circle. You may want to adjust the diameter of the magnet engraves. I used epoxy to glue in the two magnets.

Assembly: Before gluing and then assembling, make sure you have the correct polarity on the magnet pair to have attraction between the magnets. The magnets should be mounted with a closest separation of about 1/8 of an inch. If allowed to touch, you might not be able to pull them apart!
Note that the drawer sides should be assembled so that the drawer back has the magnet facing the front of the drawer.  This means the other three sides have their bottom sides facing outward. Put the drawer handle on after assembling the drawer to allow for accessing surfaces for tapping for drawer assembly.
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
