Mason Bee Box Assembly Notes

The Orange text and numbers on the SVG’s are for reference only. Correlate the side number with the corresponding number on the hex bottom piece.  First lay out the pieces in correct order. Then assemble fingers into slots for adjacent pieces making an approximate hexagonal 3D shape; #0 to #1 to #2 etc. 
Now use the center hexagonal top bezel cutout as an internal jig during final assembly of the six sides. A Pony strap clamp compressed the six sides against the hexagonal cutout jig from the top bezel so that the end fingers could be aligned to fit in the rectangular slots in the hexagonal bottom piece. The orientation of the bottom piece should be with its un-flipped side up with Orange numbers matching on sides and bottom. 

Next flip over the sides-bottom assembly and again use the center hexagonal top hexagon cutout as an internal jig with the Pony strap to align the six sides into a hexagon of proper size. Invert the side-bottom assembly, removing the hexagonal cutout, and work the side fingers into the top hexagonal bezel. Flipping this bezel should make for easiest assembly (widest slots). Be sure orientation has the finger “ears” for roof attachment aligned with those of the bottom hex ears.

Now attach the left roof side to the bottom-top ears. Finally join the right side roof piece fingers into slots of left-side piece and ears on the top and bottom hexes. 

Since the finished structure will weigh more than 1.5 lbs, it might be a good idea to use cyanoacrylic glue on joint seams for added strength. Maybe finish for outside weather protection would be advisable.
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
